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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This Phase 1 environnental site assessment has been conducted at the request of Mr. Chyiluu Chi with Hong
Guan, LLC.

1.1 Purpose

This report presents the findings of the Phase ] Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) conducted for the
site identified as APN 379-230-001 in the City of Lake Elsinore, California. The approximate lacation of
the site is indicated on the Site Vicinity Map, Figure 1.

The intent of this investigation was to evaluate areas of potential environmental concern that may be
present as a result of past hazardous materials use, handling or storage on or near the property with
respect to the range of contaminants within the scope of Comprehensive Environmental Response,
Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) and petrolenm products for a parcel of commercial real estate.
This ESA is also intended to permit the user to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for the landowner
liability protection (LLP) that is, the practice that constitutes “all appropriate inquiry” (AAI) defined at 40
Code of Federal Regulations Part 312,

1.2 Detailed Scope-of-Services

The scope of Phase I ESA work performed herein generally conforms with American Society for Testing
and Materials (ASTM) Standard E1527-13, Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase 1
Environmental Site Assessment Process and has consisted of a records review, site reconnaissance,
interviews, and the preparation of this report. An evaluation of business environmental risks and testing of
building materials, air, or groundwater is beyond the scope of this report. For reference, the italicized
terms presented herein are consistent with those defined in ASTM Standard E1527-13, Section 3,

Terminclogy.

Included in this report is a Site Vicinity Map (Figure 1) and Tentative Tract Map (Figure 2). Photographs
of the property (Appendix A) document the general site features and conditions as observed during site
visit on October 27, 2016. For regulatory and agency database information, Environmental Data
Resources, Inc. (EDR) was retained. A copy of their report is attached as Appendix B. Relevant and
readily available historical records are provided in Appendix C as reference.

There are no Special Contractual Conditions between user and envirommental professionnl for this assessment.

1.3 Significant Assumptions

This environmental assessment and report generally meet the November 1, 2013, ASTM Standard
E1527-13. As specified under this standard, certain responsibilities lie with the user of the assessment.
The user is generally the purchaser, owner, lender, property manager, or potential tenant. Under the
ASTM standard, it is the responsibility of the user to engage a title company or title professional to
undertake a review of Envirommental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations (AULs) with regard to the
property, and provide this information to the enwvironmental professional preparing the assessment.
Additionally, the user must make the professional aware of any specialized knowledge or experience that
is material to Recognized Environmental Conditions in connection with the property. Where and when
provided, information provided in this regard is presented in the records review section of this report,
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“Recognized Envirommental Conditions” are defined by ASTM as follows: “The presence or likely presence
of any Hazardous Substances or Petroleum Products on a Property under conditions that indicate an
existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release of any Hazardous Substances or Petroleum
Products into structures on the Property or into the ground, groundwater or surface water of the
Property. The term includes Hazardous Substances or Petroleum Products even under conditions in
compliance with laws. The term is not intended to include de minimis conditions that generally do not
present a material risk of harm to public health or the environment and that generally would not be the
subject of an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies.”

The rectangular shaped site is located on the south side of Lakeshore Drive in the City of Lake Elsinore,
Riverside County, California. Figure 1 shows the location of the property relative to the general site
vicinity.

2.2 Geology & Hydrogeology

The project site is located within the Peninsular Range Province. The Peninsular Ranges are mountainous
areas that extend from the western edge of the continental borderland to the Salton Trough and from the
Transverse Ranges Physiographic Province in the north to the tip of Baja California in the south. The
Peninsular Ranges Physiographic The province is characterized by elongated, northwest-southeast
trending mountain ranges and valleys and is truncated at its northern margin by the east-west grain of
the Transverse Ranges. Mountainous areas of the Peninsular Ranges Physiographic Province generally
consist of Igneous, metasedimentary and metavolcanic rocks.

Groundwater characteristics in the area of the subject site are governed by the Elsinore Groundwater
Basin. The Elsinore Groundwater Basin is bounded on the northwest by the Upper Santa Ana River
Groundwater Basin, northeast by the Glen lvy fault, southwest by the Santa Ana and Elsinore Mountains
and southeast by the Temecula Valley Groundwater Basin. The main water bearing unit is from the
Pauba Formation and is approximately 2,200 feet thick. Aquifer materials are comprised primarily of Late
Pleistocene and Holocene alluvium and lacustrine deposits. Specific Yield is approximately 6 percent for
lacustrine material and approximately 9 to 12 percent for alluvial material (DWR, 1981). The total storage
for the Elsinore Groundwater Basin is estimated to be approximately 1,840,000 af (acre feet) (DWR, 1981).
Recharge occurs mostly from alluvial fan infiltration.
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The EDR report provides a physical setting source addendum (GeoCheck). The property is located at an
elevation of approximately 1310 feet above sea level. The topography increases in elevation to the north,
east and west. The EDR report searched for specific hydro-geologic information maintained by EDR
within a 1.25-mile radius from the property; however, no specific information was found. Near surface
soil in the general area is described as coarse-grained soils with moderate to high infiltration rates.

The EDR report also searched for public water systems and water wells known to the United States
Geological Survey (USGS) and State of California within a one-mile radius of the property. Ten (10) wells

were found within 1 mile of the subject site. Groundwater is reported at 100 feet. There were no on-site
wells indicated in the database.

3.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION
A Proposed Site plan was provided and is included as Figure 2.

The user has no knowledge, or information, of Environmental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations (AULs)
relating to the property.

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Two (2) listings for the Rite Aid No 6509 occur within the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act
(RCRA) Large Quantity Generators (LQG) database, Sites on the RCRA-LQG list generate over 1,000
kilograms or hazardous waste or over 1 kilogram of acutely hazardous waste per month.

Drive. The sites should not be expected to have a significant impact on the property.

The Chevron 95543 site is listed within the Hist Cortese database. The site was previously discussed and
is listed as “case closed” within the LUST database. The site should not be expected to have a negative
environmental impact on the subject property.

The site identified as 17070 Shrier is listed within the Notify 65 database. The site is listed as “case closed”
and should not be expected to have a negative environmental impact on the subject property.

One (1) property identified as 583 Parkview Drive is listed within the EDR Hist Auto database. No
violations are reported and the site should not be expected to have a negative environmental impact on
the subject property.

Sladden retained EDR to provide a historical city directory search for the property and nearby
properties. The city directories identify individuals and businesses by street address. EDR obtained
information from city and telephone directories from 1975 to 2013. The EDR City Directory Image Report
is included in Appendix C.
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4.6 Title Records

Title records were not provided by the client and therefore were not reviewed as a part of this
assessment.

5.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

The property was visited by Mr. Matt Cohrt on November 15, 2016 to observe the general site conditions
and adjacent land use relative to this assessment and photo document general findings. The following
observations were made:

The rectangular shaped property occupies approximately 7.5 acres and formally identified by the County
of Riverside as APN 379-230-001. The site is located on the southwest side of Lakeshore Drive in the City
of Lake Elsinore, Riverside County, California. The site is currently vacant and has been cleared of most
surface vegetation. A retention basin with a storm-drain or drywell system is located on the northern
portion of the property. The site is bounded by an undeveloped parcel the immediate southeast and
developed properties to the northwest and southwest.

6.0 INTERVIEWS

Interviews with the Owners and Local Government Officials are summarized below.

Interviews with Local Gavernment Officials

The Riverside County Department of Environmental Health (RCDEH) and the Regional Water Quality
Control Board, Colorado River Region (RWQCB) are the local environmental oversight agencies
responsible for site contamination or activities relating to hazardous substances and hazardous waste
sites. Because the property was not listed on any of the environmental agency databases reviewed,
agency would not be expected to have information regarding the presence or absence of adverse or
negative environmental conditions at the site. Past interviews with staff from these agencies confirm they
do not have unpublished information relating to adverse or negative environmental conditions at sites
not listed in environmental databases.

7.0 FINDINGS / OPINION / CONCLUSIONS
We have performed a Phase I ESA in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Standard

E-1527-13 for the site located on the southwest side of Lakeshore Drive identified as APN 379-230-001 in
the City of Lake Elsinore, Riverside County, California. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice
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are described in Section 8 of this report. This assessment has revealed no evidence of “Recognized
Environmental Conditions” in connection with the past use of the subject property.

Indoor air quality is specifically listed as a non-scope consideration under Section 13.1.5.7 of ASTM
Standard E1527-13. However, Environmental Professionals cannot eliminate vapor migration screening
from the ASTM Standard E1527-13. Phase I ESA scope of work as this would result in the Phase I ESA
being non-AAI compliant. ASTM has released ASTM Standard E2600-10 Standard Guide for Vapor
Encroachment Screening on Property Involved in Real Estate Transactions, The Guidance is directed at
identifying the likelihood for migrating vapors to encroach onto a target property creating a Vapor
Encroachment Condition (VEC). The potential findings of the ASTM Standard E2600-10 screening are the
following:

1) A VEC exists or is likely to exist; or,
2) A VEC can be ruled out because it does not exist or is not likely to exist.

ASTM Standard E2600-10 is a two Tier process. Tier 1 focuses on known or suspected contaminated
properties identified during the Phase I ESA within an Area of Concern (AOC) about the target property.
For volatile and semi-volatile organic compounds (VOCs and SVOCs), such as dry cleaning chemicals
and industrial solvents, the AOC is defined as 1/3 mile. For petroleum hydrocarbon chemicals such as
gasoline the AQOC is defined as 1/10 mile. The AOC can be shortened in the down- and cross-gradient
directions if the groundwater flow direction is known.

Tier 2 focuses on contaminant plumes from contaminated properties identified within the AQOC and their
proximity (critical distance) to the target property. The critical distance is 100 feet for VOCs and 30 feet
for petroleum hydrocarbons. A VEC from these sites can be ruled out because it does not exist or is not
likely to exist.

8.0 DEVIATIONS

Historical aerial photographs, maps, and other records pre-dating 1901 were not readily available and
reasonably ascertainable through standard historical sources and therefore not reviewed as part of this
Phase I ESA.

A 50-year chain-of-title review could help identify environmental liens or activity use limitations (AULs).
This report, if provided by the user, will be reviewed and this report amended in the event environmental
liens or AULs are identified during the search.

9.0 ADDITIONAL SERVICES

Non-scope considerations listed in ASTM E1527-13 Sections 12.9 and 13 are not part of this report. These
optional assessments cover such issues as: business environmental risks, asbestos, radon, lead-based
paint, lead in drinking water, etc,
