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1 INTRODUCTION

The City of Lake Elsinore Climate Action and Adaptation Plan (CAAP) is a planning effort aimed at reducing greenhouse
gas emissions (GHG) and preparing the community for the impacts of climate change. The CAAP establishes a roadmap
for local climate action, identifying strategies to reduce emissions from transportation, buildings, and waste, while also
addressing climate adaptation needs to protect residents, businesses, and infrastructure from climate hazards such as
extreme heat, flood, drought, and wildfire.

Community engagement is important for the success of the CAAP. Through the planning process, the City of Lake
Elsinore sought input from residents, businesses, and community organizations to:

» ldentify key priorities for climate action and adaptation efforts

» Ensure that strategies reflect local needs and values

» Build community support for plan implementation

» Center equity and ensure all community members have opportunities to participate

Community engagement for the Lake Elsinore CAAP consisted of multiple interrelated activities designed to reach
diverse audiences and gather meaningful input:

» Questionnaire — A survey accessible to all community members to gather broad input on climate priorities and
concerns

» Virtual Workshop — An online community workshop providing an overview of the CAAP and facilitating
discussion on climate priorities

» Pop-Up Events — In-person engagement at community locations to reach residents where they already gather
and ensure accessible participation

» Collateral Materials — Electronic and printed informational materials distributed throughout the community to
raise awareness about the CAAP and opportunities for participation

This document summarizes key themes, engagement tools, and feedback received, which together helped inform
the CAAP.

1.1 KEY THEMES

Across all engagement activities, consistent themes emerged from community input:
Priorities:

» Wildfire and extreme heat are top climate concerns, followed by drought

» Lake health and water quality improvement as a priority environmental concern
» Urban greening, expanded tree canopy, and more parks and green spaces
Public Health:

» Air quality deterioration related to construction, vehicle emissions, and industrial sources
» Extreme heat impacts on health and safety for vulnerable populations
Transportation and Mobility:

» Traffic congestion throughout the city

» Dedicated bike paths, improved walkability, and safer pedestrian infrastructure

» Better public transportation options and safety concerns as barriers
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Energy and Infrastructure:

» Solar energy expansion, concerns about costs and accessibility

» Transition to renewable energy sources and EV charging infrastructure

» Energy grid reliability and energy-efficient buildings

Water Management and Resource Conservation:

» Protect and improve water quality of Lake Elsinore

» Groundwater depletion and aquifer replenishment

» Water-efficient landscaping, rainwater capture, and graywater systems

» Reduced water consumption through drought-tolerant plantings

Economic Considerations:

» Financial constraints as a barrier to environmentally friendly actions

» Utility bills, fuel costs, housing, and fees and taxes are high

» Financial assistance programs, incentives, and support for property owners
Housing and Development;

» Residential sprawl and its impacts on natural habitats

» Need for higher-density, mixed-use development to improve walkability and densify city hubs
» HOA restrictions and need for more housing options

Food Access and Urban Agriculture:

» Community gardens as environmental solutions

» Access to healthy and affordable food options, with zoning challenges limiting urban farming
Planning and Implementation:

» More information about funding sources, timelines, and measurable outcomes

» Ongoing community involvement, education on climate impacts, and partnerships with local organizations

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2  ENGAGEMENT APPROACH

The following section outlines the City's approach to engagement for the CAAP planning process and the details of
specific components of the engagement process.

2.1 QUESTIONNAIRE

The City launched a community questionnaire from December 2024 to April 2025 to gather input from the community
on local concerns, priorities, and potential actions that can be incorporated into the City’'s CAAP development efforts.
A total of 373 responses were received. This document summarizes the questionnaire responses and highlights key
themes identified.

Outreach Activities

The City employed multiple outreach strategies to maximize participation:
» Social media campaigns across City social media platforms

» Pop-up event at the Santa Dash on December 23, 2024

» Presentations at City Council meetings

» Regular email newsletter notifications

» Posting on the project website

Summary of Questions and Responses

Responses to the multiple-choice questions are summarized using charts and graphs below. Open-ended and ‘other’
responses were coded by subject matter, and common themes were identified and summarized. The questionnaire
and its corresponding results are presented in the sections below.

The survey results show strong support for how climate changes may affect one’s health and safety, with about 66% of
respondents indicating they are either "Very likely" (50%) or "Somewhat likely" (16%). However, approximately 22%
express skepticism of climate change health and safety impacts, with 6% responding "Somewhat unlikely" and 17%
“Very unlikely."

Wildfire (74%) and extreme heat (69%) emerged as the top climate concerns among respondents, with more than two-
thirds selecting these impacts. Drought ranked third (57%), creating a clear top tier of concerns. Wildfire smoke (31%)
was the only mid-tier concern, while flooding (10%), intense rainstorms (5%), and landslides (5%) received significantly
less attention.

More trees and green infrastructure received the strongest support (67%), followed by reduced energy costs for
residents and businesses (51%). Better walking and biking options ranked third (45%), with overall responses reflecting
residents' desire for nature-based solutions, cost savings, and improved mobility. Cleaner air (31%) and increased
resilience to climate impacts (23%) formed a middle tier of priorities. Improved public transportation (17%), enhanced
community education on environmental issues (11%), and access to green jobs (4%) garnered the least amount of
support among respondents.

The weighted average represents the mean level of concern on a scale from 1to 5, where 1 = Not at all concerned and
5 = Extremely concerned.

Crime and public safety emerged as the top concern (4.10), closely followed by utility bills (4.07) and gasoline/fuel costs
(4.05). These economic and safety-related issues received notably higher concern ratings than environmental factors.
Traffic congestion (3.93), housing costs (3.73), and pedestrian safety (3.76) formed a middle tier of concerns. Air
pollution (3.46) and job security (3.16) generated the lowest levels of concern—though all issues averaged above the
midpoint on the 5-point scale.

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Financial constraints emerged as the primary barrier, with 44% of respondents indicating they "can't afford" to adopt
more environmentally friendly actions. Approximately one-third (33%) reported being "unsure what changes to make,"
indicating an information gap. Nearly a quarter (24%) selected "Other" to specify unique barriers. Limited options due
to renting or leasing (17%) and skepticism about individual impact (15%) formed a middle tier. Time constraints (7%)
and inconvenience (7%) were cited least frequently as barriers.

Financial support to lower costs was the most selected solution (51%), aligning with the top barrier of affordability
identified in Question 5. New or improved public infrastructure ranked second (44%), followed by support from
community organizations (35%) and more educational resources (30%). A notable proportion of respondents (14%)
selected "None," suggesting some may be unwilling to adopt new environmental practices regardless of support, while
10% provided specific alternative solutions summarized below.

Email or newsletter emerged as the strongly preferred communication channel (65%), followed by social media (49%)
and the City website (46%). Local news outlets (28%), pop-up booths at events (21%), and community meetings (20%)
formed a middle tier of preference. Printed materials at City facilities received the lowest support (12%), suggesting a
clear preference for digital over physical communication methods.

Online participation emerged as the clear preference (57%), followed closely by personal lifestyle changes (50%), indicating
that many residents may prefer convenient, individual-level involvement. Supporting sustainable local businesses (34%)
and volunteering for environmental projects (29%) formed a middle tier of engagement preferences. Attending in-person
community meetings (25%) ranked fifth, while advocacy to City leaders (16%) and joining environmental groups (18%)
received less support. Notably, 14% of respondents indicated they prefer not to be involved at all.

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2.2 VIRTUAL WORKSHOP (MARCH 19, 2025)

The workshop began with a presentation outlining the agenda, project schedule, and key details about the CAAP. It
included an overview of climate change, the connection between climate mitigation and adaptation, and an assessment
of climate stressors, hazards, and projected impacts in Lake Elsinore. Participants were also introduced to potential
sustainable, economic, community, and resilience-focused opportunities to be integrated into the CAAP. Following the
presentation, attendees engaged in small group discussions to identify the city's infrastructure, societal, and
environmental vulnerabilities and strengths. The workshop concluded with an overview of next steps and further
opportunities for community involvement.

This summary captures the key information shared and the feedback collected, which will help inform strategy
development and ensure actions align with local priorities

2.2.1 Welcome and Introductions

Luis Montes, Ascent's Outreach Specialist, welcomed the group and provided instructions on using Zoom features.
Tania Garcia, the Spanish interpreter, explained how participants could access interpretation services in both English
and Spanish. The project team, including City staff, was introduced, and Damaris Abraham, the City’'s Director of
Community Development, gave the opening remarks. Participants were encouraged to introduce themselves in the
chat by sharing their name, affiliation, and favorite places in Lake Elsinore.

2.2.2 CAAP Overview Presentation

Luis provided an overview of the Lake Elsinore CAAP, highlighting its intended role in reducing emissions, enhancing
resilience, and addressing climate challenges such as extreme heat, flooding, drought, and wildfire. The presentation
provided details on the benefits the CAAP can provide such as improving economic growth, prioritizing local needs,
ensuring equitable benefits, and engaging all community members. The presentation emphasized the link between
climate mitigation and adaptation, showing how local actions can reduce climate pollutants and strengthen resilience.
Interactive Slido polling revealed significant concern about climate change's impact on health and safety, underscoring
the need for proactive planning to safeguard infrastructure, the economy, and the environment. While these results
are based on a relatively small dataset from those who attended the virtual workshop, they align closely with responses
from the questionnaire, reinforcing the trends and priorities identified in both engagement activities.

2.2.3 GHG Inventory

The workshop included a quick brief overview of the City's GHG inventory, which estimates emissions across key sectors
to identify major sources and guide climate action planning. The 2022 inventory showed that on-road transportation
is the largest contributor, followed by energy use in residential and nonresidential buildings. An understanding of these
emission sources was highlighted as an essential step for developing strategies to reduce GHG emissions and
strengthen sustainability efforts.

2.2.4 Community Visioning

To encourage feedback on priorities for the CAAP, Luis introduced visioning questions and provided examples of
potential opportunities. The workshop highlighted opportunities for sustainability, economic growth, and climate
resilience, offering examples of priorities attendees may want to see reflected in the plan. Participants were asked to
envision a thriving city in 20 years and identify the outcomes they most wanted to see from the plan.

2.2.5 Q&A and Group Activity

Following the presentation, attendees had the opportunity to ask questions. No questions were asked during this

segment of the workshop.

Participants engaged in a group activity to identify Lake Elsinore's vulnerabilities and strengths related to climate
change, categorized into infrastructural (e.g., buildings, utilities), societal (e.g., healthcare, emergency response), and
environmental (e.g., pollution, tree cover, recreation) areas. Using an online MURAL board, the activity was divided into
two parts: vulnerabilities and strengths. For vulnerabilities, participants discussed areas most at risk from extreme heat,
flooding, drought, and wildfire, while brainstorming strategies and resources to enhance resilience and recovery. The
second part focused on community strengths, with participants reflecting on the aspects of Lake Elsinore they value
most and wish to preserve, including unique features, places, and programs. Ideas were once again categorized into
infrastructural, societal, and environmental elements. This collaborative exercise helped pinpoint both critical

vulnerabilities to address and valuable strengths to leverage in climate action planning.

40 minutes was dedicated to this discussion. Results of the activity are summarized below:

2.3 POP-UP

The City hosted a series of pop-up events at existing community gatherings throughout the CAAP planning process.
These events served dual purposes: informing residents about the CAAP and gathering feedback on climate priorities
and strategies. By meeting residents where they already gather, the pop-ups provided accessible opportunities for
participation and helped ensure that community input informed plan development.

2.3.1 Santa Dash 5K - December 21, 2024

The first pop-up event was held at the Santa Dash 5K on December 21, 2024. Project team members engaged with
race participants to discuss climate-related topics and distributed flyers promoting the community questionnaire.
Conversations primarily focused on climate hazards affecting Lake Elsinore, particularly extreme heat and wildfire
impacts. This early engagement helped introduce the CAAP to the community and encouraged participation in the
questionnaire.

2.3.2 Main Street Night Market - August 14, 2025, and Emergency
Preparedness Fair - September 13, 2025

The second and third pop-up events occurred later, during the strategy and measure prioritization period of the
planning process. At these events, high-level strategies and measures being considered for the CAAP were presented
to gather feedback on outcomes attendees would like to see in the plan. The display materials prompted conversations
with residents about their climate priorities and preferences.

The second pop-up event was held at the Main Street Night Market on August 14, 2025, where the project team set
up alongside vendors and community organizations. The third pop-up event took place at the Emergency Preparedness
Fair on September 13, 2025, an event that equipped attendees with tools and information to prepare for unexpected
emergencies. Topics discussed at both events included concerns about extreme heat and traffic congestion, the
importance of walkability and healthy communities, and the need for improved transportation options. Attendees also
raised issues related to solar energy costs and accessibility, opportunities to partner with local groups, and the lack of
incentives for landlords to improve the energy and water efficiency of rental properties.

2.4 Collateral Materials

Throughout the CAAP planning process, the City also developed and distributed a variety of electronic and printed
collateral materials to promote the project, share key updates, highlight engagement opportunities, and provide
accessible information to the community.

2.4.1 Adaptation Planning Grant Recognition

To remain in compliance with the Office of Land Use and Climate Innovation Adaption Planning Grant Program (APGP)
requirements, all public outreach materials and publication included a reference to the grant. Below is the language
included for specific materials:

» Long-Form Materials: As communities in California experience more frequent, prolonged, and severe impacts from
climate change, communities and governments at all scales are developing strategies and implementing actions
to build a climate- resilient future. However, many jurisdictions, especially under-resourced communities in
California, lack the capacity, tools, guidance, and resources to effectively prepare for climate impacts.

The APGP addresses this capacity gap by providing funding to help fill planning needs, providing communities
with the resources to identify climate resilience priorities, and supporting the development of climate resilience
projects across the state. The APGP enables communities to climate risk and adaptation considerations into
planning activities and prepare for climate readiness and resilience in the long term.

» Press Releases, Flyers, and Visual Materials: The Lake Elsinore Climate Action and Adaptation Plan (CAAP) is
supported by the Adaptation Planning Grant Program implemented by the Governor’'s Office of Land Use and

These materials were designed to reach diverse audiences across multiple communication channels. Collateral material
included the following:

2.4.2 One-Page Fact Sheet

A one-page fact sheet was created to provide essential information about the CAAP, including an overview of climate
action planning, the project timeline, and ways for community members to stay informed and to participate. The fact
sheet was shared throughout the planning process via the project website, City email newsletters, and distribution at
in-person pop-up events.

2.4.3 Flyers

Flyers were created to promote engagement with the community questionnaire and were distributed at the Santa Dash
pop-up event on December 21, 2024. These quarter-sheet flyers included a QR code for easy access to the
guestionnaire and were simple to hand out to attendees. Their concise, accessible format made them effective for quick
outreach in a busy event environment.

2.4.4 Social Media Graphics

A series of social media graphics were developed to promote engagement opportunities and project milestones. These
graphics were used to advertise the community questionnaire, announce the virtual workshop, share key project
updates, and notify the public about the Draft CAAP public review period. Content was posted across the City’s social
media platforms to maximize reach and visibility.

2.4.5 Newsletter Updates

Regular updates about the CAAP were included in the City’s monthly email newsletter to keep subscribers informed
throughout the planning process. The newsletter highlighted engagement opportunities, such as the community
questionnaire and virtual workshop, provided updates on project milestones, and directed readers to additional
resources on the project website. The newsletters served as a consistent communication tool during CAAP
development.

2.4.6 Project Webpage

A dedicated project webpage served as the central hub for all CAAP-related information throughout the planning
process. The webpage provided a high-level overview of climate action planning and how community members could
get involved. The site included the project timeline, key milestones, and upcoming engagement opportunities. Materials
such as the one-page fact sheet were posted on the webpage for easy access, and the site hosted the community
questionnaire and virtual workshop. Translated content was included to ensure accessibility for Spanish-speaking
residents. Additional features included project contact information and frequently asked questions.
